· AreaRepresentative reports

· West (Curtis Middleton): Rapid City is revamping their RTI process. Previously classroom teachers brought concerns, but now they will be focusing on the bottom 10% in each building. This allows for earlier intervention and more decisions will be made on the student’s rate of improvement. 
Rapid City Public Schools are moving to all day to kindergarten this year. This school district is also 

moving to a professional learning community model. Every Wednesday is an early release for 

training/professional development.

Central (Amanda Wilson):At Mid-Central Educational Cooperative, Phil Lindner is an intern, working at the west river schools. Pierre School District has a new school psychologist, Jennifer Johnson.

· Northeast (Maria Meyer): There is a new doctoral intern at the South Dakota Developmental Center. His name is Darren Jilek. The North Central Cooperative recently had an ADOS-2 training in Aberdeen. 
· Other Reports

· NASP Delegate (Anita Winter):
· Anita went to the summer delegate meeting in Washington, D.C. this summer. NASP is doing their strategic plan, pulling together areas to make sure goals are in line with the values of NASP. Advocacy, information services, professional development, professional standards, and organizational excellence are areas currently being targeted. Membership is down across the nation.
· NASP communities and webinars are the most popular tools from NASP. Webinars are free. More information will be available if you become a NASP member. The next webinar is: September 20, at 4:00-“Establishing Preschool to Grade 12 Social and Emotional Learning in Schools”.
· Regional Meetings: Delegates want to keep the face-to-face meetings. Meeting will be in Omaha NE, Nov. 9, 10, 11, 2012. NASP pays for delegate, president, and SDASP pays for president-elect.

One possible idea: School Psychology Day Proclamation. SDASP could use one NASP resource that we condense, with a summary of what school psychologists do. This could be sentout yearly to legislators. · Newsletter editor (Coralee Alley): Established deadlines for newsletters. Sept. 1st is the fall deadline.Newsletter will be published next week. This allows time for advertising the SDASP conference,which will be held Sept. 20-21 in Chamberlain.
